Introductions
Updates and New Items

1. Merchant Presentations – 
a. What-Nots & Whimsy, Kathy Matthews – specialize in Disney collectibles; have a wedding and baby department; glassware and pottery; nutcrackers, stockings and tree toppers; and sport themed items.
b. Loop-Jacobsen Jewelers, Judy Van Winkle – handmade ornaments (glass and wood); bead stringing and knotting; house calls on grandfather clocks; wall and mantel clocks; locally made charms; and engraving.
c. Déjà Vu Thrift Store, Pat Burness, Susan Wheeler and Brian – opened in 1998 to self-sustain the Women’s Resource Center; sexual and domestic violence is the foundation; all the money raised goes to support their mission; they have clothes, jewelry, books, furniture, etc.; “Swankies” is their upscale resale area upstairs (high end, brand name secondhand items); trade within the community helps sustain the community; workshop takes in the goods and make repairs if necessary; have an employment training workshop where recipients of welfare (or victims of domestic violence) are asked to come in for training to help them become employable and get off of welfare; if you need a new employee ask them for referrals.
d. Vintage Hardware, Rebecca Johnson and Paul – Astor Hotel at 14 & Duane; vintage and new merchandise; housewares, goods, clothing, furniture etc.; carry a new line of furniture that is made in America with individual fabric selections that can be slipcovered or upholstered; salvage one of a kind boutique pieces for the store; furniture rebuilding and upholstering; custom work; have pieces that are ready to go and also have the individual piece that you can take and reproduce something yourself; hardware, knobs, dresser poles, table legs, etc.; support local artists (i.e. local glass stain).

3. ADHDA Website – Blaire Buergler reported. Final revisions have been sent to iFocus for implementation. The site will be launched by the end of the year.
4. Streetscape Update – Dulcye Taylor reported. Yesterday morning there was a trash can unveiling and ribbon cutting ceremony in front of Fulio’s Pastaria. The ceremony was attended by city elected officials and staff, JobCorps members, ADHDA represtatives, etc.

ii. Discover Astoria – This shopping treasure hunt is currently underway; additional passports have been printed and will be delivered around town.
iii. Downtown Sparkles – Deemed a successful event this year. The event included visiting with Santa, two free movies at the Liberty Theater, caroling and the downtown lighting ceremony. Guest attendees included Mayor Willis Van Dusen and Senator Betsy Johnson.
